your title, e.g. Mr, Ms. Dr. etc.

your full name

your current job/position

your full postal address — for your place of work or study
your post code

your work/study contact telephone number

your email address(es)

the final word count of your essay

mclude as a separate file a signed and dated letter confirming:

that this is your original work and has not been published nor is under
consideration for publication elsewhere
that your work has been checked for copyright breech, plagiarism and intellectual
